Observational drawing, painting and media work teaches pupils how to
look closely at all aspects of the 3 dimensional object in front of them to
understand the formal elements in art:

Form (shape)
Line
Tone
Texture, Pattern
Colour

animal and human skulls. This work develops their practical and
contextual skills. Contextual work in art consists of research, artist analysis
and annotation of the techniques and processes they have undertaken.
